Extra-Credit Option

This extra-credit opportunity is open to all students. It is worth 25 points (a tenth of the total points available for this semester). To earn these 25 points, you must complete all three parts of the extra-credit assignment. This is an optional assignment, but it is the final way you can earn extra-credit to improve your score. Those of you who attended the writing workshop received ten points extra-credit for this.

Again, this extra-credit assignment has three parts to it. 

1. Write a list of 25 interview questions. These questions should be related to communication, education, or “life back then.” You will use these questions to complete part two of the assignment. These should be good and thoughtful questions. The question: “What is your favorite color?” is a bad question for this assignment. A better question would be: “what was a typical school day like for you in grade school?” 

2. Interview an “older” person (someone at least 10 years older than you – you should include the person’s date of birth in the information you turn in). You should set up an interview with the person and ask your 25 questions. It would be great if you could record your interview, but if you are not able to do so because you don’t have the equipment, this is fine. Please take notes whether you do or do not record the interview. You must turn in these notes when you hand in your assignment. 

3. You must write a 300-500 word essay about your person. This may be a biography of sorts. It can be a comparison essay, comparing your experiences with those of the person you interviewed. You can ask for more details on this third part if you would like. 

To earn the extra-credit, you must complete all three parts and turn the work into me (by hand, not e-mail) by Friday, November 11th at one in the afternoon (1 PM or 13:00). If I am not present in the “kafedra,” you can leave it on my desk or ask one of the teachers or our department secretary if they will give it to me. 

To be clear, to receive any of the 25 extra-credit points, you must turn in three things. They are:

1. List of 25 interview questions.

2. Notes or recording from your interview.

3. The final essay about the person you interviewed or the essay comparing the life of the interviewee with yourself.
