Student Assessment of Semester One Analysis

In order to improve assignments and lesson activities for the second semester, students of Sharece’s practical English lessons were asked to complete an anonymous assessment during their final English lessons during the week of November 7th to 11th. 

A total of fifty students completed the assessment. From 42.1, eleven students completed the assessment. From 42.2, ten students completed the assessment. From 42.3, nine students completed the assessment. From 43.1, ten students completed the assessment. From 44.1, ten students completed the assessment. 

The first part of the assessment included six statements. The students were supposed to rate them based on the following criteria. 

1 – strongly disagree

2 – disagree

3 – stuck in the middle – don’t disagree but also don’t agree

4 – agree

5 – strongly agree. 

Here are the six statements and the responses for each.

I understood assignment expectations.

· 17 students strongly agreed with this statement (5) 

· 18 students agreed with this statement (4)

· 13 students were stuck in the middle (3)

· 1 student disagreed with this statement (2)

· 1 student strongly disagreed with this statement (1)

I used the website often.

· 18 students strongly agreed with this statement. (5) 

· 17 students agreed with this statement (4)

· Students seem to beg for fewer writing assignments. I have decided to require just one writing assignment for each unit during the second semester. 

· Many of the lower ratings on the assessment came from group 42.1. These low marks led to my decision to not teach this class during the second semester. I feel that the students from this sub-group might benefit more from their regular Ukrainian English teacher.
