TNPU English Club Charter
Established October 2011

I. Name: The name of Ternopil National Pedagogical University’s English speaking club is “English Club.” 

II. Statement of Purpose: The purpose of the English Club is to:

a. Improve our language skills and abilities.

b. Communicate with each other and if possible with a native speaker.

c. Get acquainted with the culture of English speaking countries (such as America, England, Scotland, and Wales).

d. Enhance our university experience by enjoying ourselves while learning.

III. Affiliation: The English Club is affiliated with Ternopil National Pedagogical University (TNPU) and the Foreign Languages Department.

IV. Membership: Every student of TNPU is eligible to become a member of TNPU’s English Club. Members should come to meetings and participate in activities of the club. 

V. Meetings and Events: 

a. The English Club will meet for one hour each week while school is in session. 

i. In the fall of 2011, the meeting will be from 2:30-3:30 on Tuesdays.

b. Extracurricular events may be planned to give students the opportunity to hang out in unique settings with other club members. 

VI. Officers: The English Club will have four officers and an adviser. These officers will be chosen once a year. 

a. President – The president is responsible for running the meetings. He/she will communicate with the adviser in order to plan activities and meeting themes and/or topics.

b. Vice President – The vice president will help the president plan and execute all meetings. He/she will lead meetings if the president is missing.

c. Secretary/Publicity Director – The secretary/publicity director is responsible for any notices, messages, and publicity for the club.

d. Treasurer – The treasurer is responsible for all finances of the English Club. He/she will be responsible for finding out prices of excursions or events. He/she will determine the price students must pay and will collect all funds and distribute the funds to the necessary

e. Adviser – If TNPU has a Peace Corps Volunteer, the English Club may ask him or her to be their adviser. When there is no PCV at TNPU, the club is responsible for finding a teacher who will serve as their adviser. They may ask more than one teacher, and the club will have two advisers for that year.
