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Unit Two Assignments
Assignment One: You will create want-ads for jobs we see in exercises 11 and 12 on page 30. Think about the skills needed for the jobs, what perspective employees should learn, know, where they should have gone to school, etc. 
You can use this website http://www.wikihow.com/Create-a-Want-Ad to help give you extra help when you create the ad if you need it. 

Assignment Two: You will create a campus map of TNPU. You must include all of the important buildings on campus that you have discussed during lesson two of unit two. In case you decide to work on this assignment early, here’s what you need to know/think about/include. 

· Where can I go purchase water?

· Where are the toilets?

· Where can I go study if I have a break between my classes?

· Where can I hang out with my friends if it is raining? 

· What are the 6 or 7 places every student and faculty member should know about?

· Is there a craft center or a place where I could go if I wanted to try to take an art class?

· Is there a gym on campus or a place to work out?

You will be working on answering these questions in small groups, but you are responsible for creating your own campus map by the next class. This may vary depending on your group but listen for deadlines. The map requires a written brief as well. This should be in your own words. Please include important information about the key 6 or 7 places on campus. It can include a brief history of the college. The written part is open ended but things cannot simply be copied or translated from a Ukrainian brochure. It needs to be original. Two or three good paragraphs should suffice.

Assignment Three: This is a presentation of your map or a commercial for TNPU. You can be as creative as you want on this one. You could act out a TV commercial. You can do a puppet show about TNPU. You can give a short speech explaining your map. It is up to you. If you would like, you can pair up with your group-mates. There can be no more than three students in one group. 
Assignment Four: Write a three to four paragraph summary of an article about e-books. One of these paragraphs must be an opinion paragraph. What did you think of the article? What do you think about e-books? 

Assignment Five: This is an oral presentation. You will present your article to the class. Tell us what is happening with e-books. What do you think about e-books? What are the pros and cons of e-books? Each student will be required to give a four to five minute presentation. 
Assignment Six: You will write a mini composition about things their students will face in the future. What are students’ big concerns during school? How can the teacher support and/or help the students? You could also take this assignment further and write about how you see the future of education. How will education in Ukraine change in the next twenty years? In the next fifty? This must be at least 250-350 words.
Assignment Seven: Write a letter to your political official or university dean to suggest what should change. Why? 

Examples: making shorter classes, making longer classes, offering more languages, beginning the practicum in schools in earlier years, etc. 
Assignment Eight: Make a motto/mission statement for what you will do to be effective and helpful teachers for teenagers. If you want to teach primary school, what will you do to make early educational years more successful for your young students? If you already know that you do not want to be a teacher, you must write a life mission statement about what you will do/try to accomplish in your future.  
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
